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This morning the Virginia Annual Conference strongly approved a resolution affirming unity amidst 

diversity. The resolution urged the 2019 General Conference to "resist schism and express openness to 

diverse perspectives in matters of sexual identity and practice." It also commended prayer for a "way 

forward that nurtures an inclusive, evangelical, and faithful Church." 

There was no vote total recorded as the resolution received healthy support (perhaps 75-80% 

affirmative - my eyeball estimate) with a show of hands. 

The Virginia Annual Conference is the second largest annual conference in the U.S. in total membership, 

(North Georgia is the largest.) 

There was a proposed amendment to give specific support to the ONE CHURCH proposal but the 

amendment fell far short of a majority approval, so the resolution was approved as originally presented. 

The sentiment seemed to be to remain open to whatever Spirit-led decision might be made in 2019 

rather than endorsing a particular plan. (A copy of the full resolution is attached in the comments.) 
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
