Our attention has been drawn to a widely circulating document purportedly 
written by the group that claimed to be advocate of ‘’African Voice of Unity’’. We 
the under signed Leaders of Nigeria episcopal Area disassociate ourselves with 
the said document. We therefore, awaiting implanting of legislation for the 
Protocol for reconciliation & Grace through Separation come 2021 General 
Conference.  

We are confidence that the protocol for Reconciliation and Separation through 
Grace is a way forward towards resolving our present Conflict within UMC family. 
This is because, through the leadership of the holy spirit, sixteen leaders 
representing Centrists, progressives, traditionalists, and bishops were carefully 
invited and participated in crafting the Protocol for Reconciliation and Grace 
through Separation document led by late Bishop John K. Yambasu of blessed 
memory.

The United Methodist Church in Africa from shining. Therefore, we must 
shine clearly and not deceitfully.  

3. Whereas, We continue to mourn the home call of our beloved Episcopal 
leader- Bishop John K.Yambasu who slept in the bosom of the Lord . We
